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Letter of Intent between the Khalifa International
Award for Date Palm and Agricultural Innovation
and IFAD

1. The Khalifa International Award for Date Palm and Agricultural Innovation
(KIADPAI) was established in 2007, under the patronage of the President of the
United Arab Emirates, His Highness Sheikh Khalifa Bin Zayed Al Nahyan, to
enhance and encourage agricultural innovation and research on date palm, and to
disseminate this knowledge worldwide. The objectives of KIADPAI are: to enhance
the prestige of the United Arab Emirates in the field of date palm research by virtue
of its pioneering work in this area; to establish and maintain cooperation between
the various bodies involved in the date palm industry; and to support research
about developments in various aspects of the industry.

2. During the eighth session of the KIADPAI in 2016, IFAD was awarded for its
contributions to agricultural innovation and the date palm sector.

3. The aim of this letter of intent is for IFAD and KIADPAI to explore areas of
collaboration, including joint publications, workshops and other activities related to
date palm production. Both IFAD and KIADPAI will actively seek potential synergies
in collaborating locally and regionally to share and disseminate information about
nutrition and date palm production.

4. The letter of intent was signed on 19 March 2018 and does not impose any legal or
financial obligation on IFAD. A scanned copy of the signed letter of intent is
attached for information.
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
