Contexto

Contexto nacional y justificacion de la actuacion del FIDA
Contexto nacional

Contexto econémico y politico. La Republica de la India es el pais democratico
mas grande del mundo, el segundo pais mas poblado (con 1 350 millones de
habitantes) y la tercera economia de mayor envergadura en términos de paridad
de poder adquisitivo. La agricultura sigue siendo la principal fuente de sustento de
aproximadamente el 50 % de la poblacion de la India. En los ultimos tres afios, se
ha experimentado una desaceleracion del crecimiento econdmico: en el periodo
comprendido entre los ejercicios econdmicos 2015/16 y 2018/19 se registro un
promedio del 7,4 %, mientras que en el ejercicio econdomico 2019/20 se estima
que alcanzara el 4,2 %. En vista de las consecuencias del brote de la enfermedad
por coronavirus (COVID-19), se prevé que la economia se contraiga en 2020/21.

Constituido en el afio 2000, Chhattisgarh es uno de los estados indios mas ricos en
recursos naturales y minerales, gracias a que la cubierta forestal abarca el 41 % de
su superficie. En 14 de los 27 distritos del estado predomina el extremismo de
izquierda, ocho de los cuales se encuentran entre los 30 distritos mas afectados del
pais.

La situacion de pobreza, seguridad alimentaria y nutriciéon y el entorno de
desarrollo rural y de la agricultura en pequena escala. Desde 2000, la India
ha reducido considerablemente el nivel de pobreza absoluta. Entre los ejercicios
econdémicos de 2011/12 y 2015/16, la pobreza disminuyé del 21,6 % a una tasa
estimada a nivel nacional del 13,4 %. El ingreso per capita del estado de
Chhattisgarh es uno de los mas bajos del pais. Su poblaciéon es de 26 millones de
personas, de las cuales aproximadamente el 40 % son pobres. La pobreza y la
malnutricidon se concentran en las regiones septentrionales y meridionales,
eminentemente tribales. Cerca del 61 % de la poblacién de estos distritos
pertenece a pueblos tribales. Siete de los 14 distritos en los que se centra la labor
del proyecto se encuentran entre los mas subdesarrollados del pais. En nueve de
los 14 distritos, el nUmero de mujeres que sufren subalimentacion y anemia es
superior al promedio estatal.

Estrategias, politicas y/o programas nacionales pertinentes de fomento de
la agricultura en pequena escala, reduccién de la pobreza rural y mejora
de la seguridad alimentaria y la nutricion. Para hacer frente a la pobreza, el
subdesarrollo y el extremismo de izquierda el estado plantea trazar un modelo
alternativo de desarrollo plasmado en tres iniciativas emblematicas: i) Narwa,
Garuwa, Ghuruwa, Badi (NGGB), una politica de transformacion rural que
aprovecha los conocimientos tradicionales sobre la conservacién del agua, la
gestion ganadera, los insumos organicos y los huertos domésticos; ii) Godhan Nyay
Yojana, una iniciativa con la que se pretende aumentar los ingresos de los
ganaderos, fomentar el uso de abono organico y mejorar la fertilidad de los suelos
y la disponibilidad de alimentos inocuos y nutritivos, vy iii) Mukhyamantri Suposhan
Abhiyaan, cuyo objetivo consiste en proporcionar alimentos frescos y nutritivos a
nifios malnutridos y mujeres con anemia a través de grupos de autoayuda.
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Los actores y las disposiciones o estructuras institucionales mas
importantes. Véase el parrafo 48 que figura mas adelante.

En consonancia con los compromisos transversales asumidos en la Undécima
Reposicion de los Recursos del FIDA (FIDA11), el proyecto ha sido clasificado como
proyecto que tiene en cuenta lo siguiente:

La financiacion para el clima.

El Proyecto para Impulsar el Crecimiento Agricola y Rural Inclusivo en Chhattisgarh
contribuirad directamente a uno de los compromisos transversales del FIDA: centrar
la atencidn en el clima. La agricultura de secano en el este de la India es
especialmente vulnerable a los efectos del cambio climatico. En el marco del
proyecto se abordara esta cuestion mediante la diversificacion de las empresas
agricolas y la promocidn de sistemas de produccién resilientes al clima, en
consonancia con el Plan de Accién del Estado de Chhattisgarh para el Cambio
Climatico. Durante la ejecucién del proyecto se garantizara que las mujeres sean
las beneficiarias directas del apoyo prestado a las actividades agricolas, y que se
incluyan subsectores especificos que interesen a los jovenes.

Razones que justifican la actuacion del FIDA

El Proyecto para Impulsar el Crecimiento Agricola y Rural Inclusivo en Chhattisgarh
ofrece la oportunidad de aprovechar la experiencia en materia de desarrollo tribal
del FIDA a la hora de ejecutar el proyecto. El Fondo ha financiado de manera
satisfactoria proyectos de desarrollo tribal integrado en las regiones oriental y
nororiental de la India, cuya escala fue posteriormente ampliada por el Gobierno. A
modo de ejemplo, cabe mencionar el Programa de Fomento de los Medios de
Subsistencia y Potenciacion de las Tribus de Orissa, ejecutado por el Gobierno del
estado de Odisha, y el Tercer Proyecto de Manejo de los Recursos Comunitarios en
la Region Nororiental, por el Gobierno de la India. El Banco Mundial se basoé en las
ensefianzas extraidas de esas iniciativas para disefar el presente proyecto en
Chhattisgarh, como se aprecia en el enfoque participativo y descentralizado de su
ejecucion, en el interés por la agricultura que tiene en cuenta la nutricion y en la
promocion de la agricultura integrada. En cuanto al caracter adicional del apoyo del
FIDA, el Gobierno de Chhattisgarh solicitd la inclusiéon de una unidad de asistencia
técnica en materia de sistemas alimentarios y nutricion. Por ultimo, este proyecto
permitira al FIDA participar en la cofinanciacion internacional de la India junto con
el Banco Mundial, algo que no ocurria desde hace mas de cuatro décadas.

Ensefnanzas extraidas

Entre las principales ensefianzas que sirvieron de guia para el disefio del proyecto
se encuentran las siguientes:

Los procesos participativos, las organizaciones comunitarias y la movilizaciéon
encabezada por las organizaciones sin animo de lucro son fundamentales para el
empoderamiento de los pueblos tribales y la sostenibilidad de las intervenciones de
los proyectos, como en el caso del Programa de Fomento de los Medios de
Subsistencia y Potenciacién de las Tribus de Orissa, que cuenta con el respaldo del
Departamento de Desarrollo Internacional del Reino Unido y el FIDA.

La diversificacion de la base productiva de la poblaciéon rural pobre, teniendo en
cuenta la naturaleza heterogénea y las necesidades especificas de los distintos
grupos, junto con una estrategia de focalizacion mas precisa, puede ayudar a
obtener mejores resultados, como se ha demostrado gracias al Programa de
Desarrollo Tribal de Jharkhand-Chhattisgarh, respaldado por el FIDA.

Los programas en favor de una agricultura que tiene en cuenta la nutricion,
combinados con la educacién nutricional, ofrecen la posibilidad de mejorar los
resultados en materia de nutricion. En consecuencia, se han incluido en el proyecto
actividades de comunicacion orientadas al cambio social y de comportamiento.
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Mientras que los programas relativos a los medios de vida repercuten
significativamente en la inclusién social, suelen tener poco impacto en términos de
competitividad agricola debido a la baja inversién por hogar y a la falta de
soluciones frente a las limitaciones de la competitividad rural, como las
infraestructuras deficientes. De ahi que con el proyecto se proponga fomentar el
desarrollo de la agricultura integrada y de las cadenas de valor.

La inclusion social, la participacion de la comunidad y la transparencia son
estrategias esenciales, especialmente en las zonas afectadas por el extremismo de
izquierda, como han puesto de manifiesto varias iniciativas relativas a los medios
de vida rurales en Chhattisgarh y Odisha.

En el caso de los proyectos cofinanciados, es fundamental que exista una
comunicacién y coordinacion constantes para lograr un enfoque homogéneo entre
los donantes. Teniendo al Banco Mundial como institucién cooperante, el FIDA
aportara su experiencia durante la supervision y el apoyo a la ejecucion.

Descripcion del proyecto

Objetivos, zona geografica de intervencion y grupos objetivo

El objetivo de desarrollo del proyecto consiste en mejorar las oportunidades de
generacion de ingresos y la disponibilidad de alimentos nutritivos en los hogares
seleccionados de las zonas predominantemente tribales de Chhattisgarh.

Cobertura geografica. El proyecto se ejecutara en 25 bloques rurales de

14 distritos, a saber: Bastar, Narayanpur, Kanker, Bijapur, Sukma, Kondagaon y
Dantewada en la regién meridional; Mungeli y Baloda Bazar en la regién central, y
Surguja, Koriya, Surajpur, Balrampur y Jashpur en la regién septentrional.

Grupos objetivo y estrategia de focalizacion. El proyecto se centrara en

400 000 hogares de unas 1 500 comunidades rurales. En cada uno de los

14 distritos se seleccionaran uno o dos bloques rurales. Dentro de los 25 bloques
escogidos, las comunidades rurales se seleccionaran en funcién de la proximidad a
los gauthans! que se determinen?. Todos los hogares de esas comunidades
recibirdn ayuda en virtud del proyecto.

El principal grupo objetivo incluird hogares de tribus y castas registradas y grupos
tribales particularmente vulnerables, integrados por pequefios agricultores que
dependen de la agricultura de secano de subsistencia o de los productos forestales
para sustentarse. En esos grupos, se prestara especial atencidén a las mujeres y a
los jévenes. Ademas, en el marco del proyecto se llevaran a cabo actividades
especificas dirigidas a los hogares pobres sin tierras. Su objetivo consiste en
ayudar a los jovenes fomentando el desarrollo de la agricultura integrada y las
cadenas de valor.

Componentes, efectos directos y actividades

El Proyecto para Impulsar el Crecimiento Agricola y Rural Inclusivo en Chhattisgarh
estd estructurado en torno a cinco componentes interrelacionados y cuenta con un
sexto componente de respuesta de emergencia al que no se le han asignado
fondos.

Componente 1. Empoderamiento comunitario y fortalecimiento
institucional. Este componente fomentara la creacién de capacidad en los hogares
y la comunidad con miras a: i) planificar, efectuar y hacer un seguimiento de las

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inversiones en el desarrollo; ii) prestar apoyo y fortalecer las instituciones de las
comunidades para que puedan gestionar eficazmente los recursos naturales y los
activos comunitarios y privados, vy iii) diversificar las dietas y promover buenas
practicas nutricionales a nivel de los hogares.

Componente 2: Sistemas alimentarios y agricolas diversificados,
resilientes y que favorezcan una nutricion adecuada. Este componente tiene
como objetivo el desarrollo sostenible de los recursos naturales (conservacion del
suelo y del agua) como base para fortalecer y desarrollar sistemas agricolas
integrados mas diversificados, nutritivos, productivos y resilientes al cambio
climatico.

Componente 3: Adicion de valor y acceso a los mercados. Con este
componente se busca aumentar los ingresos de los hogares mediante la adicién de
valor, los procesos de elaboracién, el acceso equitativo a los mercados y la
reduccién de las pérdidas posteriores a la cosecha. La apuesta por cultivos de alto
valor nutricional también mejorara los indicadores de salud a través del consumo
doméstico y aumentara los ingresos gracias al acceso a mercados de bienestar
rentables para los productos excedentes. En el seno de la unidad de gestion del
proyecto (UGP) se creara una unidad técnica que se dedicara al desarrollo de la
cadena de valor y a los sistemas alimentarios y la nutricién, y que aportara al
proyecto material y conocimientos normativos y técnicos.

Componente 4: Respuesta para la recuperacion econdémica frente a la
COVID-19. Este componente financiara inversiones que permitan restablecer los
medios de vida y estimular la creacion de empleo, apoyar las actividades
empresariales fuera del sector agrario y las explotaciones agricolas, facilitar la
gestidn de los recursos naturales por parte de la comunidad y sensibilizar ain mas
sobre las medidas de prevencion y las practicas de higiene relacionadas con la
COVID-19.

Componente 5: Gestion del proyecto, seguimiento y evaluacion (SyE) y
gestion de los conocimientos. Este componente prestara apoyo en la
coordinacion, la ejecucién, la gestidn financiera, los procesos de adquisiciéon y
contratacion, la gestion de los conocimientos y la gestidon de las salvaguardias
ambientales y sociales a nivel estatal, distrital y comunitario. En cuanto a las
politicas, el proyecto respaldara la aplicacion de las tres politicas clave del Gobierno
de Chhattisgarh (véase el parrafo 4), y también ayudara a formular una politica
estatal de promocién y financiacién de las organizaciones de productores agricolas.

Componente 6: Respuesta de emergencia ante situaciones imprevistas. A
este componente, al que no se asignan fondos, puede recurrirse en casos de
emergencia. Proporciona el margen necesario para poder abarcar una amplia gama
de actividades destinadas a apoyar el bienestar social y econdmico de los hogares
beneficiarios, en consonancia con el objetivo del proyecto, tras una situacion de
emergencia o catastrofe. Las actividades seran propuestas por el Gobierno del
estado y aprobadas por el Banco Mundial y el FIDA.

Teoria del cambio

Desafios relacionados con el contexto. Los hogares de los distritos
seleccionados dependen en gran medida de la recoleccién de una Unica temporada
de un cultivo de secano. La irregularidad del régimen de lluvias y la ausencia de
infraestructuras de riego limitan mucho la posibilidad de aumentar la productividad
y la produccién agricolas. Como consecuencia, muchas familias solo producen
alrededor del 60 % de sus necesidades alimentarias.

Medidas. Se proponen las cinco medidas principales siguientes: i) una mayor
movilizacion del agua superficial con fines de riego en pequefia escala; ii) la
intensificacion y diversificacion de sistemas agricolas integrados y resilientes al
clima; iii) el aumento de la capacidad y los conocimientos de los pequefios
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agricultores sobre los sistemas agricolas integrados y sobre la educacion
nutricional; iv) la diversificacion de la produccidn agricola, incluidos los cultivos
anuales y perennes y los arboles, el ganado, las aves de corral y la acuicultura,
sumada a la educacién en materia de nutricién, para mejorar la seguridad
nutricional de los hogares, y v) el fortalecimiento de un entorno propicio en lo
referente a politicas , infraestructura adecuada, asociaciones de multiples partes
interesadas y la armonizacién con los programas publicos. La participaciéon de las
mujeres se garantizara por conducto de la plataforma existente de grupos de
autoayuda.

Efectos directos. La intensificacién y la diversificacién de la produccién agricola se
traduciran en una mayor productividad por hogar. Si a esto se anade un mejor
acceso a los mercados y unos precios mas remunerativos, se producird un aumento
de los ingresos. Asimismo, se prevé que la diversidad de los productos agricolas,
junto con la educacién en materia de nutricion, mejore la seguridad nutricional en
los hogares. Con el tiempo, una gran superficie pasara a formar parte de sistemas
agricolas integrados y las mejoras en los servicios ecoldgicos a nivel del entorno
natural podrian incluir una mejor gestion de la sequia y la biodiversidad. Todos
estos cambios previstos contribuirdn a aumentar la resiliencia de las comunidades
tribales y de las castas registradas ante las perturbaciones climaticas y a mantener
sus medios de vida a largo plazo.

Armonizacion, sentido de apropiacion y asociaciones

Armonizacion. Mediante el Proyecto para Impulsar el Crecimiento Agricola y Rural
Inclusivo en Chhattisgarh se contribuird directamente al logro de cinco de los

17 Objetivos de Desarrollo Sostenible (ODS), a saber: ODS 1: fin de la pobreza;
ODS 2: hambre cero; ODS 5: igualdad de género; ODS 10: reduccion de las
desigualdades y ODS 13: accion por el clima.

El proyecto esta en consonancia con el objetivo fijado en el programa sobre
oportunidades estratégicas nacionales (COSOP) del FIDA relativo a la India: lograr
que los sistemas de produccién agricola y alimentaria en pequeiia escala sean
remunerativos, sostenibles y resilientes. Asimismo, el proyecto se ajusta
plenamente a las politicas del FIDA en materia de pueblos indigenas, igualdad de
género y empoderamiento de la mujer, y gestion de los recursos naturales y el
medio ambiente. También contribuira a alcanzar el objetivo de seguridad
alimentaria y nutricional del Marco de Cooperacion de las Naciones Unidas para el
Desarrollo Sostenible.

El proyecto estd en consonancia con la visién del estado de promover un
crecimiento rural inclusivo y eficiente en el uso de los recursos, como se menciona
en el parrafo 4.

Asociaciones. El proyecto forjard asociaciones con las organizaciones nacionales e
internacionales pertinentes, como el Instituto Central de Investigacion sobre
Tecnologia Alimentaria y la Universidad Estatal de Agricultura, que aportaran
conocimientos y apoyaran la creacion de capacidad. También se forjaran
asociaciones entre los colectivos de productores y los procesadores locales, las
empresas exportadoras y los principales actores nacionales de los agronegocios. El
proyecto ofrece una oportunidad para que el FIDA y el Banco Mundial creen una
asociacion de intercambio de conocimientos.

Costos, beneficios y financiacion

El Proyecto para Impulsar el Crecimiento Agricola y Rural Inclusivo en Chhattisgarh
estara cofinanciado por el FIDA y el BIRF, y contara con una importante
contribucion del Gobierno estatal. Se estima que el costo total del proyecto, que
abarca 25 bloques rurales de 14 distritos, alcance los USD 238,69 millones. De esa
cifra, USD 100 millones provendran de fondos del BIRF, USD 67 millones del FIDA
y USD 71,69 millones del Gobierno estatal. De conformidad con las metodologias
que emplean los bancos multilaterales de desarrollo en el seguimiento de la
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financiacion para la adaptacion del cambio climatico y la mitigacion de sus efectos,
el monto total de la financiacion para el clima concedida por el FIDA a este
proyecto se prevé en USD 45,93 millones. Los componentes 1, 2, 3y 4 se
contabilizan en parte como financiacion para el clima.

Estrategia y plan de financiacion y cofinanciacion

El proyecto se gestionard en el marco de un acuerdo de cofinanciacién conjunta
con el Banco Mundial como instituciéon cooperante, en virtud del cual todas las
actividades del proyecto seran financiadas conjuntamente por el Banco Mundial y el
FIDA, y los fondos se desembolsaran en las proporciones acordadas (60:40). Al
tratarse de una cofinanciacién de caracter pari passu, se aplicaran los
procedimientos del Banco Mundial en materia de impuestos.

El Banco Mundial y el FIDA desembolsaran los fondos por separado al Gobierno de
la India, que los transferira al fondo consolidado del estado de Chhattisgarh para el
reembolso de los gastos prefinanciados.

Financiacion retroactiva. Como excepcion a la seccion 4.07 a) ii) de las
Condiciones Generales del FIDA para la Financiacién del Desarrollo Agricola, se
solicita a la Junta Ejecutiva que apruebe la financiacion retroactiva de hasta el
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5 % del préstamo del FIDA (USD 3,35 millones) para los gastos admisibles
destinados a financiar las actividades de puesta en marcha del proyecto (incluidos
los estudios de referencia y la contratacidon de organismos con especialidades
técnicas) en los que se incurra entre el 1 de febrero de 2021 y la entrada en vigor
del préstamo del FIDA, a fin de reducir todo lo posible la diferencia de plazos con la
aprobacion del Banco Mundial.

Para adoptar una politica fiscal idéntica a la del
Banco Mundial y mejorar la eficiencia de los flujos de fondos y el apoyo a la
ejecucion del proyecto, los fondos del FIDA se utilizaran para financiar impuestos
por un valor estimado en USD 6,64 millones del total de los impuestos para el
proyecto (USD 23,7 millones).

Resumen de los beneficios y analisis econémico

Analisis econémico y financiero. La tasa interna de rendimiento econémico del
proyecto durante un periodo de 20 afios, excluyendo los beneficios que
representaria la reduccién de las emisiones de gases de efecto invernadero, es
del 24,9 % para la hipdtesis basica, con un valor actual neto de

USD 129,4 millones a una tasa de descuento del 12,0 %. Los resultados del
analisis de sensibilidad revelan que el proyecto seguiria siendo econdmicamente
viable incluso en el caso de una evolucidon desfavorable de sus costos y beneficios.

El riesgo medioambiental se considera moderado (categoria B). Se espera
que el impacto medioambiental adverso o irreversible de las actividades del
proyecto sea minimo. Los riesgos se pueden mitigar y gestionar con las medidas
gue se describen en el Marco de Gestiéon Ambiental y Social y el Marco Ambiental y
Social del Gobierno de Chhattisgarh. Esas medidas mitigan los riesgos y el impacto
ambientales, respaldan el fortalecimiento institucional y la creacién de capacidad, y
proporcionan mecanismos de seguimiento y evaluacion y de presentacion de
informes para lograr buenos resultados en la gestién ambiental de las
intervenciones del proyecto.

El riesgo sociocultural se considera moderado (categoria B). Las
intervenciones del proyecto se centran en gran medida en torno a las zonas del
sur, predominantemente tribales, que incluyen zonas afectadas por el extremismo
de izquierda. Se espera que las intervenciones del proyecto beneficien a los
pueblos indigenas locales y que no tengan ningun impacto negativo. Sin embargo,
para evitar la exclusidn, se ha preparado un plan de desarrollo tribal. Se utilizaran
herramientas participativas para llevar a cabo diversas intervenciones, y, por
medio de consultas, se solicitara la opinién de los diferentes grupos tribales y sus
lideres durante el proceso de ejecucion. En el plan de participacion de las partes
interesadas se detalla el plan de consulta con las diferentes partes interesadas
durante el ciclo del proyecto.

Clasificacion del riesgo climatico

Gestion y coordinacion del proyecto

El DoAB sera el organismo encargado de la ejecucion del proyecto. Se creara una
UGP estatal que contara con funcionarios de las Direcciones de Agricultura,
Horticultura, Servicios Veterinarios y Pesca, ademas de profesionales contratados
en el mercado y consultores contratados por periodos breves.

Ejecucion. En el marco del proyecto también se estableceran UGP de distrito y
UGP de bloque. Las UGP de distrito dependeran del Director de Agricultura del
Distrito y formaran parte del equipo de coordinacion general para el desarrollo del
Administrador del Distrito. La gobernanza del proyecto cuenta con la labor de dos
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comités: i) un comité consultivo de alto nivel, presidido por el Secretario Principal,
gue se encargara de la supervisién general del proyecto y de la orientacién en
materia de politicas, y ii) un comité directivo del proyecto, presidido por el
Comisionado de Produccion Agricola, que se encargara de aprobar y revisar los
planes operacionales anuales (POA) del proyecto y los presupuestos
correspondientes, asi como los avances materiales y financieros, asi como de la
coordinacion interdepartamental.

Gestion financiera, adquisiciones y contrataciones, y gobernanza

Gestion financiera. Las disposiciones sobre gestion financiera reflejan las
ensefianzas extraidas del Programa de Gestidén Financiera Publica y Rendicion de
Cuentas de Chhattisgarh, que cuenta con el apoyo del Banco Mundial. Las
disposiciones sobre la gestién financiera del proyecto se integraran en los procesos
de planificacion y presupuestacion del estado. El sistema de gestidn de tesoreria en
linea del estado (e-Kosh) y el Sistema de Gestion Financiera Publica del Gobierno
de la India se utilizaran para asignar los fondos del proyecto, realizar
comprobaciones y controles internos, elaborar informes contables y financieros y
hacer un seguimiento de los saldos bancarios no utilizados. Se han convenido
varias medidas complementarias para mitigar el riesgo detectado de retraso en los
desembolsos debido a las demoras en la contabilizacidon de los gastos efectuados
sobre el terreno. Una evaluacion del Banco Mundial determind que los acuerdos de
gestion financiera propuestos son aceptables y proporcionan una garantia
razonable de que los fondos del préstamo se utilizardn para los fines previstos y se
contabilizaran adecuadamente. Gracias a las medidas complementarias
convenidas, el riesgo residual de gestidn financiera se considera moderado.

Adquisiciones y contrataciones. Como excepcion a las secciones 7.05 y 7.06 de
las Condiciones Generales del FIDA para la Financiacion del Desarrollo Agricola,
todos los bienes, obras y servicios de consultoria y de otra indole financiados en el
marco del proyecto se adquirirdn o contrataran de conformidad con las
Regulaciones de Adquisiciones del Banco Mundial para Prestatarios en Proyectos de
Inversion (de julio de 2016; revisado en noviembre de 2017 y agosto de 2018), y
con las disposiciones del convenio de financiacién. En caso de conflicto entre los
decretos, normas y reglamentos gubernamentales y las Regulaciones de
Adquisiciones del Banco Mundial, prevaleceran estas ultimas. El proyecto estara
sujeto a las directrices del Banco Mundial sobre la prevencion y la lucha contra el
fraude y la corrupcion en los proyectos financiados con préstamos del BIRF y
créditos y donaciones de la Asociacién Internacional de Fomento, de fecha 15 de
octubre de 2006, revisadas en enero de 2011 y julio de 2016.

Planificacidon, seguimiento y evaluacion, aprendizaje, gestion
de los conocimientos y comunicacion

El marco de resultados del proyecto guiara la planificacion y la elaboracion de los
presupuestos. El POA y su correspondiente presupuesto se integrara en los
procesos y presupuestos del DoAB. El proceso de planificacion se iniciara a nivel
comunitario. Las oficinas de distrito consolidaran sus respectivos planes y la UGP
estatal preparara un POA consolidado a nivel estatal, con su presupuesto asociado,
gue se presentara anualmente tanto al comité directivo del proyecto, para que lo
revise y apruebe, como al Banco Mundial para someterlo a su examen y
aceptacion. El Banco Mundial consultard con el FIDA y presentara sus
observaciones consolidadas al respecto.

En el marco del proyecto se creara una unidad de SyE y de aprendizaje con apoyo
técnico para realizar el seguimiento de los procesos y los resultados, las
tecnologias de la informacién y las comunicaciones y los sistemas de informacién
geografica. La unidad de SyE y aprendizaje de la UGP estatal también encargara la
realizacion de estudios del impacto (encuestas por muestreo en las fases inicial, de
mitad de periodo y de terminacidn de los proyectos.
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Innovacién y ampliacion de escala

El proyecto impulsara la introduccion de tecnologias modernas y la innovacion en la
gestidn poscosecha, el procesamiento y el desarrollo de productos, la utilizacién de
subproductos, el envasado y el almacenamiento en todos los componentes. Las
tecnologias relacionadas con el secado, la deshidratacién y la conservacién solares
y con el enriquecimiento de los alimentos, en funcién de la demanda del mercado,
se introduciran en colaboracidon con organizaciones poseedoras de saberes locales y
nacionales.

En el marco del proyecto se desarrollard y ampliara la escala del sistema agricola
integrado y se apoyara la creacién de un ecosistema que permita recopilar,
preservar y ampliar los conocimientos y las practicas tradicionales de las
comunidades tribales pertinentes para el ambito de aplicacion del proyecto.

Planes para la ejecucion

Preparacion para la ejecucion y planes para la puesta en marcha

El proyecto se ejecutara durante un periodo de seis afios a partir de 2021. El
convenio de financiacion del Banco Mundial para sufragar el proyecto entré en
vigor el 12 de febrero de 2021. La UGP estatal ya esta operativa y ha elaborado un
plan de ejecucién del proyecto que ha sido revisado por el FIDA y el Banco Mundial.
Se han adjudicado cinco contratos de consultoria clave. Esta preparacion para la
ejecucion acelerara la entrada en vigor del convenio de financiacion del FIDA y la
ejecucion oportuna de las actividades del proyecto.

Supervision, examen de mitad de periodo y planes de finalizacion

El Banco Mundial actuara como instituciéon cooperante para el préstamo del FIDA y
sera responsable de la supervision y administracion de la financiacion del FIDA. El
Fondo participara en la supervision y el apoyo a la ejecucién del Banco Mundial en
funcién de sus ambitos de especializacion.

Instrumentos juridicos y facultades

Un convenio de financiacién entre la Republica de la India y el FIDA constituye el
instrumento juridico para la concesion de la financiacién propuesta al
prestatario/receptor. Se adjunta como apéndice I una copia del convenio de
financiacién negociado.

La Republica de la India esta facultada por su legislacion para recibir financiacion
del FIDA.

The Republic of India (the “Borrower”)

and

The International Fund for Agricultural Development (the “Fund” or “IFAD")
(each a “Party” and both of them collectively the “Parties”)

WHEREAS the Borrower has requested a loan from the Fund for the purpose of financing
the Project described in Schedule 1 to this Agreement;

WHEREAS this Agreement is to finance the implementation of the Project in the State of
Chhattisgarh (the “State”);

WHEREAS for this purpose, the Borrower shall make available to the State of Chhattisgarh
the respective part of the proceeds of the Financing upon terms and conditions set forth
in this Financing Agreement. The Fund and the State of Chhattisgarh shall enter into a
separate agreement of even date herewith (the “Project Agreement”).

WHEREAS, the International Bank for Reconstruction and Development (herein referred to
as "IBRD") has agreed to extend financing (the “IBRD Financing”) to the Borrower in the
amount of one hundred million United States dollars (USD 100 million) to assist in co-
financing the Project on terms and conditions to be set forth in the IBRD Loan
Agreement 9190-IN and Project Agreement between the Borrower and IBRD (the “IBRD
Agreements”).

WHEREAS, the Fund has agreed to provide financing for the Project;

Now THEREFORE, the Parties hereby agree as follows:

Section A

1. The following documents collectively form this Agreement: this document, the
Project Description and Implementation Arrangements (Schedule 1), the Allocation Table
(Schedule 2)

2. The Fund’s General Conditions for Agricultural Development Financing dated
29 April 2009, amended as of December 2018, and as may be amended hereafter from
time to time (the “General Conditions”) are annexed to this Agreement, and all provisions
thereof shall apply to this Agreement, except for the provisions identified in Section E
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paragraph 4 below. For the purposes of this Agreement the terms defined in the General
Conditions shall have the meanings set forth therein.

3. The Fund shall provide a Loan (the “Financing”) to the Borrower which the Borrower
shall cause the State to use to implement the Project in accordance with the terms and
conditions of this Agreement.

Section B

1. The amount of the Loan is sixty seven million United States dollars (USD 67
million)

2. The Loan is provided on ordinary terms and shall be subject to interest on the
principal amount outstanding of the Loan rate equal to the IFAD Reference Interest Rate
with variable spread, payable semi-annually in the Loan Service Payment Currency, and
have a maturity period of 17.5 years, including a grace period of 5.5 years, starting from
the date as of which the Fund has determined that all general conditions precedent to
withdrawal have been fulfilled

3. The Loan Service Payment Currency shall be the United States dollars (USD).
4, The first day of the applicable Fiscal Year shall be the 1t of April.

5. Payments of principal and interest shall be payable on each 15t June and
1t December.

6. The IFAD Loan funds will be channelled through the Government of India into the
State’s Consolidated Fund for reimbursement of pre-financed expenditures. IFAD will
receive the Payment Instructions for disbursements from the World Bank.

7. The Borrower shall cause the State to provide counterpart financing for the Project.

Section C

1. The Lead Project Agency shall be the Department of Agriculture Development and
Farmers Welfare and Biotechnology of the Government of Chhattisgarh.

2. A Mid-Term Review will be conducted as specified in Section 8.03 (b) and (c) of the
General Conditions; however, the Parties may agree on a different date for the Mid-Term
Review of the implementation of the Project.

3. The Project Completion Date shall be the 6% anniversary of the date of entry into
force of this Agreement and the Financing Closing Date shall be 6 months later, or such
other date as the Fund may designate by notice to the Borrower.

Section D

1.  The Financing shall be administered, and the Project supervised by the IBRD as the
Cooperating Institution. IFAD will participate in the implementation support based on its
areas of core expertise.

Section E

1. The following are designated as additional grounds for suspension of this Agreement:
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The Project Implementation Manual (PIM) and/or any provision thereof, has
been waived, suspended, terminated, amended or modified without the prior
agreement of the Fund and the Fund, after consultation with the Borrower, has
determined that it has had, or is likely to have, a material adverse effect on
the Project;

the IBRD Loan Agreement has failed to enter into full force and effect within
180 days of the date of this restated Agreement, and substitute funds are not
available to the Borrower.

Project Description and Implementation Arrangements

I. Project Description

1. Target Population. The Northern and Southern regions of the State are tribal
dominated, whereas the two blocks from the two central districts have a high scheduled
caste population. The Project will target 400,000 households from about 1,500 villages. In
each of the 14 districts, approximately 2 blocks will be targeted. Within the selected
25 blocks, villages will be selected based on proximity to the Gauthans? identified*, with 2
villages selected near each village housing a Gauthan taking into consideration dominance
of tribal population and remoteness. Within selected villages, all households will avail
themselves of project benefits.

2. Project area. The Project will be implemented across 25 blocks in 14 districts: Bastar,
Narayanpur, Kanker, Bijapur, Sukma, Kondagaon, Dantewada in the southern region;
Mungeli and Balodabazar in central region; Surguja, Koriya, Surajpur, Balrampur, Jashpur
in the northern region (the “Project Area”).

3. Goal. The goal of the Project is to reduce poverty and enhance resilience of vulnerable
households.

4, Objectives. The objective of the Project is to improve income opportunities and the
availability of nutritious foods in the targeted households of the tribal dominated areas in
Chhattisgarh.

5. Components. The Project shall consist of the following Components:

5.1 Component 1: Community Empowerment and Institutional Strengthening will build
household and community capacity to: (a) plan, implement, and monitor development
investments; (b) support and strengthen community institutions toward effective
management of natural resources, and community and private assets; and (c¢) create diet
diversity and promote positive nutrition practices at household level.

5.2 Component 2: Diversified, Resilient and Nutrition-Supportive Food and Agriculture
Systems aims to sustainably develop natural resources (soil and water conservation) as a
foundation for strengthening and developing integrated farming systems (IFS) which are
more diversified, nutritious, productive and resilient to climate change. Optimal use of
natural resources for food, feed and energy requirements will help build household
resilience to climate shocks, improve family nutrition, and increase income.

5.3 Component 3: Value Addition and Market Access aims to increase household income
through value addition, processing, equitable market access and reduced post-harvest
losses. A focus on crops of high nutritional value will also improve health indicators through
home consumption and increase income through access to profitable wellness markets for
surplus produce.

5.4 Component 4: COVID -19 Economic Recovery Response will finance investments that
restore livelihoods and support employment generation, support off-farm and non-farm
entrepreneurial activities, facilitate community-based natural resource management,
andincrease awareness of COVID-19 safety precautions and hygiene practices.

5.5 Component 5: Project Management, Monitoring and Knowledge. This component will
support Project coordination, implementation, financial management (FM), procurement,

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knowledge management and environmental and social safeguards management at the
state, district and community levels. A technical cell on value chain development and food
systems and nutrition will be set up at the PMU level to support the project with normative
and technical material and knowledge.

5.6 Component 6: Contingency emergency response. This zero budget component can
be invoked at the time of critical emergency. It provides flexibility in the Project to cover
a broad set of activities which support the social and economic wellbeing of targeted
households following an emergency/ disaster situation in line with the project objective.
Activities will be proposed by the State Government and agreed with WB and IFAD.

II. Implementation Arrangements

6. Lead Project Agency. The Project Implementation Agency will be the Department of
Agriculture Development and Farmers Welfare and Biotechnology (DoAB) of the GoCG.

7. Project Oversight Committee. Governance of the Project includes two committees:
1) a high-level Project Advisory Committee (PAC), chaired by Chief Secretary will provide
the overall project oversight and policy guidance; 2) a Project Steering Committee (PSC)
chaired by the Agriculture Production Commissioner will be responsible for approving and
reviewing project annual budgets, work plans, physical and financial progress, and driving
the interdepartmental coordination and convergence.

8. Project Management Unit. A State Project Management Unit (SPMU) will be
established drawing officers from the Directorates of Agriculture, Horticulture, Veterinary
Services and Fisheries; hiring professionals from the market and engaging short-term
consultants. The SPMU will be responsible for project implementation. The Project will also
establish DPMUs at district and BPIU at block levels. DPMUs will report to the District
Director of Agriculture and be included in the overall development coordination of the
District Collector.

9. Partnerships. The Project will forge partnerships with relevant national/international
organizations such as the Central Food Technology Research Institute, the State
Agricultural University, Indira Gandhi Krishi Vishwavidyalay for knowledge inputs and
capacity support. Partnerships will also be forged between producer collectives and local
processors, export firms and major national agribusiness players. In the area of
technological innovations, partners include Central Food Technology Research Institute
(CFTRI) and National Institute of Food Technology and Entrepreneurship Management.

Within six (6) months of entry into force of the Financing Agreement, the Project will enter
into Memorandum of Understandings (MoU) with implementing partners as defined under
Section 1 A of the Schedule to the IBRD Project Agreement.

10. Monitoring and Evaluation. The Project will set-up, within twelve (12) months from
the date of entry into force of this Agreement, a monitoring and evaluation learning cell
with technical support for process and result monitoring, ICT and geographic information
systems. This will include an integrated dashboard at state level for planning and
implementation monitoring at district, block and village levels. The M&E and Learning unit
in the SPMU will also commission impact studies (sample surveys at baseline, mid-term
and completion).

11. Knowledge Management. Knowledge management will be driven by the introduction
of modern technology and innovation for postharvest management, processing, product
development, by-product utilization, packaging, storage etc. through all components.
Technologies related to solar drying, dehydration/preservation, food fortification, as per
market demand, will be introduced in partnership with local/national knowledge
organizations. The Project will additionally support the creation of a system to capture,
preserve and scale up traditional knowledge and practices of tribal communities relevant
to the project scope.
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12. Project Implementation Manual/Project Implementation Plan. The Borrower shall
cause the State to prepare a Project Implementation Manual/Project Implementation Plan
containing detailed guidelines and procedures for the implementation of the Project,
including: administration and coordination; monitoring and evaluation; financial,
procurement and accounting procedures; social and environmental safeguards; corruption
and fraud mitigation measures; roles and responsibilities of various agencies in the
implementation of Project, terms, conditions and eligibility criteria for selection of project
beneficiaries and investments to be financed, and such other arrangements and
procedures as shall be required for the effective implementation of the Project.

13. Gender. The Borrower shall (a) identify and address access gaps in equitable
agriculture assets and services; (b) integrate findings of the review in planning and
delivery of services for improving outreach to tribal women; (c) strengthen the capacity
of state offices to incorporate gender in the planning and delivery of services; and (d)
positively target tribal women’s participation in the decision- making processes of existing
community-based institutions. The Technical Support Agency (TSA) will also provide
handholding support to build tribal women representatives’ decision-making and resource
management capacities in community-based institutions.

14. Land tenure security. The Borrower shall cause the State to ensure that the land
acquisition process has already been completed and that compensation processes were
consistent with international best practice and free prior and informed consent principles.

particular, provide project benefits to the transhumant
nomadic tribes that are traditionally dependent on grazing
and common pastures.

It is suggested that IFAD adopts the same measures listed
in the Tribal Development Framework which are in line with
its strategy for engaging with IPs.

Labour and Working Conditions

Risk:

The risk is Substantia. Although risk for labour camps,
child/ bonded labor, and hazardous work and/ or accidents
does not apply to the project, the design document of the
WB reports increase in incidence of gender-based violence
at state level.

Mitigations:

The WB and State Govt agreed on the following mitigation
measures: a Labour Management Framework (LMF) was
prepared that includes specific provisions on working terms
and conditions, occupational health and safety, child/
forced labor, and gender-based violence, as well as a labor
focused grievance redress mechanism. Sub Project Specific
Labour Management Plan will be prepared before the
commencement of bidding process.

It is proposed that IFAD adopts the same procedure.
Community Health and Safety
Risk:

Risks related to health and safety of communities due to
disease transmission such as COVID-19 is substantial. The
State of Chhattisgarh was among the more adversely
affected states by the Covid pandemic.

Mitigations:

As part of the component on COVID 19 economic recovery
response, the project will conduct communication , develop
knowledge products and implement campaigns that build
awareness and capacity among the project communities on
safety and hygiene practices in the context of the ongoing
pandemic and proposed project interventions.
